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Dear Fire and Emergency Services Professional:

What an exciting year 2009 has been for the IFCA.  The success of the Indiana Emergency Response Conference, in partnership with St. Vincent Hospital, and the decision to move to the Indianapolis Convention Center was a huge step for us, but well worth the effort.  We had record-breaking participation, with over 1200 conference attendees, speakers and vendors in attendance. 

The IFCA is actively engaged with members of the Indiana General Assembly where we provide testimony and advice intended to promote legislation that will enhance and protect the interests of the Indiana Fire Service.  Conversely, we oppose legislation that would reduce members’ resources and diminish fire protection services.  In the 2009 legislative session the IFCA worked closely with elected officials and other organizations to help defeat legislation that could have eliminated some township fire departments.  We continue to be vigilant as the 2010 session fast approaches and are already working with legislators and to oppose any bills that would mandate forced fire department consolidation.  
We know that funds are tight for fire departments. For that reason we have maintained the same dues structure as last year; $75 for the chief and assistant/deputy chief and $50 for all others in your department. A department membership at $100 is for those volunteer and combination departments with 30 members or less. This allows all members of a department to be a member of the association. As members, you also have the opportunity to join a section of the IFCA; Technical Rescue Section, Public Education Section, EMS Section, and the newly formed Aviation Section. Section fees are $25 each.

Your commitment to continue as a member and perhaps join for the first time is needed for 2010.  We are beginning our 2010 membership renewal drive and need your help.  By renewing or becoming a member, our leverage is increased.  Simply put, greater membership numbers equals more leverage within the State.  We are able to increase our ability to offer additional training throughout the state, conduct larger conferences, provide more in-depth publications, and expand our information resources.  Without your membership, we cannot do the job that is needed.  

As an IFCA member, you will receive a certificate of membership, membership card, lapel pin and an IFCA logo window sticker.  Members will receive copies of the weekly/bimonthly e-newsletter and passwords to the “Member Only” section on the website. We look forward to receiving your membership information.
