History of the Indiana Fire
Chiefs Association

The Indiana Firemen’s Association held its ninth
annual convention in September of 1926. During
this convention Jesse Hutsell, Chief of the
Indianapolis Fire Department, discussed with other
chiefs the idea of forming an association of Indiana
Fire Chiefs. Immediately following the convention,
chiefs from around the state decided to form the
Indiana Fire Chiefs Association for the purpose of
the betterment of the fire services in Indiana,
establish fire training and fire prevention programs
and exchange ideas and knowledge.

Jesse Hutsell of Indianapolis served as the first
President and at its first convention in 1927 where
Bylaws and a Constitution were accepted.

The Indiana Fire Chiefs Association has come a
long way in the past 80 years. During these years
it has received much praise and acclimation, not
only in Indiana but throughout the nation for its
work in fire prevention, fire protection and its many
other activities, all of which have come about
through the leadership of those dedicated individu-
als who have been selected each year as its
officers.

The membership of the IFCA has grown through
the years and is representative of departments
throughout the state of Indiana.

The Indiana Fire Chiefs Association is the
outgrowth of many individuals who have given of
their time, energy and knowledge in leading the
association to a place of success.

Active Membership - Active Membership shall be
comprised of the Chief of Department and any
Chief Officer Rank of a regularly organized Fire
Department officially recognized by the State Fire
Marshal’'s Office. Active members shall be entitled
to vote on all matters requiring a vote unless
otherwise prohibited by the Constitution and
By-Laws and shall be entitled to hold elective
office. For departments with less than 30
emergency responders, the Fire Chief and one (1)
Assistant / Deputy Chief will be identified as active
members who will have voting rights, all others of
that department will be considered to have
Departmental Membership.

Departmental Membership - Departmental
Membership shall be comprised of each
additional member beyond the Fire Chief and
one (1) Assistant / Deputy Chief of a department
with less than 30 emergency responders.
Departmental Members shall be entitled to
participate fully in the affairs of the Association,
with the exceptions of holding elective office and
voting privileges.

Associate Membership - Associate
Membership shall include individuals interested
in the protection of life and property from fire.
This also includes all members of a department
with 30 or more emergency responders who are
not the Fire Chief or a Chief Officer. Associate
Members shall be entitled to participate fully in
the affairs of the Association, with the exception
of holding elected office and voting privileges.

Retired Active Membership — Retired Active
Membership shall include only Active Members
who have retired from the Fire Service after ten
(10) consecutive years, as members of the
I.F.C.A. Retired Active Members shall be entitled
to participate fully in the affairs of the
Association, with exception of holding elective
office. Retired Active Membership may be
obtained by application to and certification from
the Board of Directors.

Corporate Membership - includes companies or
other agencies that support Indiana Fire
Professionals with equipment, services and
materials. They are entitled to participate fully in
the affairs of the organization receiving all
benefits of membership with the exception of
holding elective office or voting rights.
